The winners and runners-up will be announced at 
an exclusive awards ceremony and gala dinner at 
The Metropole Hotel & Spa, Llandrindod Wells on 
Thursday 24th February 2022.

To improve your chances of success in our awards, 
please answer all the questions in this form carefully, 
using examples where possible.
